Nonethe-
less they are both delicious. The Bodin is a
C!ﬁ,’ in single-vineyard wine made from eighty-year-
~ oldvines and has deeper color. The Gris is
made from younger vines and is not macerated, meaning that it
is made from the free-run juice of the Pineau

Vendomois

d’Aunis, and hence is lighter and fresher. So
it’s a peppery, almost-white-nearly-pink made
from a light red grape with an interesting
color. We get it now. Merci, Madame.

The Pierre a Feu is less confusing. It is a white
wine made from Chenin Blanc. This very dry
wine is mineral-laden and stingingly crisp.
This is a perfect match for a salmon dish cov-
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ered with fine herbs.
